Historical Information 
• Eastex Telephone Cooperative, Inc. was formed June 9, 1950 in Rusk County, Texas 
 
• Provides service to approximately 31,000 access lines in 21 exchanges, covering a 2,250 square 

mile area including 9 cities and 11 counties of rural East Texas 
 
 
Current Services 
• Constructed 5,424 route mile facilities, including 272 fiber route mile facilities 
 
• Offered one-party service since 1975 
 
• Offered tone dialing since 1977 
 
• Installed digital switches beginning 1982, system wide completed 1992 
 
• Installed fiber optic routes in 1992 
 
• Offered Caller ID since 1997 
 
• Offer wide selection of 29 different optional enhanced calling services (Call waiting, etc.) 
 
• Offered toll free Internet service by an affiliate company since December 1999 
 
• Offered DSL service beginning January, 2001 
 
• 26 approved Expanded Local Calling petitions expanding calling for 16 exchanges 
 
• Awarded $80,000 in rural scholarships in 2004, $80,000 in 2005 and $110,000 in 2006.  

(Scholarships awarded for the years 1996-2006 total $780,000)

Eastex Telephone Cooperative, Inc. began offering DSL service in January 2001 and currently offers 
DSL in all 21 exchanges.
